Since 1990 the Camp at Szarvas has welcomed Jewish kids from over
25 countries, including: India, France, Turkey, Canada, Ethiopia, Russia,
Estonia, Romania, and Israel. In the warm and beautiful camp setting,
Szarvas Fellows meet their peers from different countries, enjoy
numerous camp activities such as swimming, canoeing and horseback
riding, and learn first-hand about the challenges and experiences facing
Jewish communities around the world today.

Explore your Jewish Roots

In preparation for the trip, Fellows explore their own family history and
genealogy, transforming the experience into a personal journey. The
program includes guided tours of Jewish heritage sites in different cities
in Hungary. The Fellows study the languages, geography and histories of
the different Jewish communities attending at the camp.

Eligibility and Applications

The program is open to North American high school students from all
Jewish cultural and religious backgrounds, who will be completing 10" or
11" grade this year. The camp is kosher and shomer shabbat.
